
The horse committee also reserves the right to cancel any class or excuse any exhibitor and his/her animal, if necessary. 
18. PERSONAL APPOINTMENTS AND TACK must be appropriate for each class. See New York State Rule Book. Proper 
equestrian footwear with a distinguishable heel and an approved helmet shall be worn at all times that a rider is mounted on an 
equine, sitting in a cart or handling an equine in a riding area.. 
19. SAFETY - To avoid unnecessary accidents and confusion, horses are NOT ALLOWED beyond the LIVESTOCK POLE 
BARNS. Riding is restricted to the horse arena and the immediate surrounding area.. Any 4-Her found beyond this area may be 
sent home with loss of premium money. 
20. Master Horse Showman Contest - The first place showmanship winner of all divisions will compete against each other in a 
Fitting and Showmanship Class. If the same person wins more than one division, he/she must choose which division to 
represent. This will allow the 2nd place winner in that division to move up and compete in the Fitting & Showmanship Class. 
The winner of this class will participate in the Master Showmanship Contest. To use the showmanship placing towards Master 
Showmanship, exhibitors must ride or drive in at least one class in that division. 
21. Costume Classes - Performance is limited to one (I) minute. The horse costume must include tack and the exhibitors must 
wear helmets when riding and or in hand. Minis will have a separate costume class. 
22. Walk/Trot 12 & up Grand Champion and Reserve winners from the previous year must move up to Novice. 
23. Novice Grand Champion and Reserve winners from the previous year must move up to their age division. 
24. An exhibitor meeting will be held on Sunday at 6:00 p.m. or immediately following the Open horse show at the horse 
arena bleachers to review rules and share other information with all 4-H youth, parents, and leaders. 
Awards & Premiums 
Classes will be judged under the Danish System. Excellent, Good, and Honorable Mention. Grand and Reserve trophies will be 
given out at the award ceremony on Sunday.

Dennis Gernatt Trophy - Annual trophy given to the high point western rider/pony combination in Western Fitting & 
Showmanship, Games Classes and must show in Western Reining and Riding. 

Kat-E-Did Trophy - Rotating trophy given to the high point junior Hunt Seat Rider. 

STAHL Trophy - Rotating trophy given to high point Junior/Senior riderlhorse combination for all Western classes. 
All classes mandatory. 

Alegainer Trophy - Rotating High Point Novice rider from Performance classes. 

SENIOR WESTERN EQUITATION AWARD - Annual trophy given to the high point senior Western Equitation 
classes, sponsored by D & L Performance Horses. 

JUNIOR WESTERN EQUITATION AWARD - Annual trophy given to the high point junior Western Equitation 
classes, sponsored by D & L Performances Horses. 

SCHUMACHER EQUITATION AWARD - Gift Certificate awarded to the high point senior equitation horse/rider 
combination. 

SENIOR HUNT SEAT EQUITATION AWARD - Rotating trophy given to the high point senior equitation classes, 
Sponsored by Pine View Stables.
