
10. Weights-If an animal does not meet the required weight limits, but are within a 10% range of those 
limits they still may be shown in showmanship class only. If not within the weight limits or the range 
animals will not be allowed to show in showmanship, market class, or market sale. Animals tben must leave 
tbe fairgrounds Sunday evening after weigh-in. 
Swine: 200-270 
Goat: 40 
Lamb: 80-150 
At the official weigh in any animal that is declared ineligible for the market class and sale may be taken home. If 
the animal remains at the fair it must be used in showmanship and herdsmanship classes. 

11. Eligible animals will go through the action and sold to the highest bidder. 
Each member should actively secure a buyer for their animal. The 4-H Livestock Committee will organize the 
sale and buyer recognition in return for a fee. 4-H will provide billing (not collection) and pay upon receipt. The 
fee will be based on a percentage of gross sales receipts. The rate will be determined by the 4-H Livestock 
Committee, within one week of the fair. The rate will not exceed 8% of the gross sales receipts, except in the case 
of penalties. 

12. An extra fee will be deducted from any members check that removes an animal or does not properly feed and 
care for his or her animal until the release time set by the fair association. Animals left after the release time must 
properly be secured. All pens must be stripped by the end of the fair. 

13. Each exhibitor must care for his or her own animals, show them and help maintain cleanliness in the bam and 
show area. 

14. The official judge will judge the show in whatever manner he or she sees fit. The decision of the judge will be 
final and viewed with respect by all participants. 

15. For health regulations refer to Livestock Health Requirements in the Fair Premium Book. 

16. Failure to comply with any regulation 0 the Livestock Committee may result in an increase of Sale Fee or 
disqualification at the discretion of the Livestock Committee. 

17. Species chairs and/ or committee members have the privilege to inspect animals during the course of the 
project. 

18. The foregoing rules and policies are intended to supplement those in the Cattaraugus County Fair Premium 
Book. In case of conflict the foregoing will take precedence. 
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
